Unusual 16 foot, “Y-stern” wood and canvass Peterborough Prospector canoe for
sale, model # 6 9460 1490.

Research shows this to have been built between 1938 and 1958, but I haven’t been able to get a closer
actual date. I completely restored it with new canvas and eight coats of varnish on the wood and six
coats of Biloxi Green enamel on the filled canvas, according to proven methods, (only recovering
made, judging from the lack of previous tack holes). No replacement wood was necessary, but I
replaced all of the iron that had been used originally with silicon bronze. The paddles still have their
original decals. They and the canoe are in excellent condition. I am selling this 50+ year old canoe
for $1500. According to the previous owner’s daughter, her father had the canoe in his garage for 30+
years after using it once. He bought it from the original owner who brought it to Seattle, but sold it
when he had an economic downturn.
